There are several festivals in Thailand, but the most popular festivals are Songkran

and Loy Krathong that people celebrate the festivals all over the country.

Songkran Festival is the biggest festival that is celebrated on 13- 15 April as the Thai
traditional New Year.

Temple of the Emerald Buddha

Wat Phra Kaew commonly known in English as the Temple of the Emerald Buddha and
officially as Wat Phra Si Rattana Satsadaram. The temple is regarded as the most sacred
Buddhist temple in Thailand. The temple is located in the historic center of Bangkok within
the grounds of the Bangkok Grand Palace surrounded with long walls. The temple was built
to enshrine the Emerald Buddha King Rama | or Chao Phraya Chakkri brought from Loas. Inside
the temple, there are many interesting points to learn such as Phra Ubosot (wwa}uam) or the
ordination hall, Phra Mondop (wszuaumi), Phra Si Rattana Chedi (WszA33nuLafd), the Buddha

image hall and the Emerald Buddha.

The emerald Buddha or or Phra Kaeo Morakot (WS wnas5n®), formally named Phra
Phuttha Maha Mani Rattana Patimakon (Wizwwﬁsmmzﬁ%'muﬂﬁmm) is the temple main’s
buddha image. The sacred image is of the meditating Buddha seated in the lotus position,
made of a green stone, clothed in gold, and about 66 centimetres tall. The Emerald Buddha
is covered in a seasonal costume, which is changed three times a year to correspond to the

summer crown and jewelry), winter (golden shawl), and rainy months (gilt robe and headdress).

The important note about visiting the temple of Emerald Buddha; visitors must be
properly dressed before being allowed entry to the temple. The drees code is strictly applied

so please check the rules on the website before visiting.
