Acid Rain

When sulfur dioxide (SO2) and nitrogen oxides (NOX) are emitted into the atmosphere and
transported by wind and air currents, they create sulfuric and nitric acids. When sulfuric and nitric
acids mix with water and other materials then fall to the ground in wet or dry forms, this is Acid

Rain.

Acid Rain, also called Acid Precipitation or Acid Deposition, can actually be rain, snow, fog,
hail or even dust that is acidic. When acid rain reaches Earth, it will flow across the surface in runoff
water, enters water systems, and sinks into the soil — making waters and soils acidic. While rotting
vegetation and erupting volcanoes release some chemicals that can cause acid rain naturally, most
acid rain is a product of human activities. Since people need to rely on electricity and most
electricity is based on the use of fuels, every year, therefore, the fossil fuel power plants spew
roughly 70 percent of SO2 emissions and 30 percent of NOx emissions that are critical ingredients in
making acid rain. Not only that, vehicles and heavy equipment from industries can also the cause of
acid rains. When petrol is burned in engines to give mechanical power, nitrogen oxides will be
produced. When the gas leaves the exhaust, it cools very quickly, and is rapidly oxidized to nitrogen

dioxide or NO2. This is a major pollutant for acidic rains.
